9. Admission Procedures, Certificate of Eligibility & Visa Application
Successful applicants will receive the following information regarding admission procedures together with their application
screening results.
(i) Payment of Tuition and Other Fees
Tuition and other fees must be paid in either one or two installments within the following payment periods. (see “IL
TUITION AND OTHER FEES” on p.21)

1) Upon receipt of the tuition and other fees and after receiving a Certificate of Eligibility from the Immigration Bureau, the
Center for Japanese Studies will send successful applicants a Certificate of Eligibility, a Certificate of Admission and the
schedule for the semester in which they are to be admitted.

2) Admission to the Japanese Language Program is granted for a specific semester and entry may not be deferred for personal
reasons. However, students may choose “Leave of Absence in the First Semester”. In this case, since the applicant will start
his/her study from the second semester for one year, the total enrollment period will be for three semesters. The tuition and
other fees will be charged for three semesters as well.

3) New students must attend an orientation for new students conducted by the Center for Japanese Studies for enrollment.
New students who have completed the enrollment procedure will receive a student ID card certifying their status as students
of the Japanese Language Program. If registration is not completed on time, admission may be revoked.

(ii) Application for Certificate of Eligibility

A successful applicant who needs to obtain student visa for entry to Japan should complete the Application for Certificate of
Eligibility (prescribed form) and related documents that will be enclosed with his/her application screening results and send
them to the Center for Japanese Studies.

Keio University will then apply to the Immigration Bureau for a Certificate of Eligibility on behalf of the applicant. Upon
receiving the Certificate of Eligibility, the applicant should apply for student visa at a Japanese embassy or consulate outside
Japan. Detailed instructions will be provided to successful applicants. Questions relating to the application procedure for

student visa should be addressed directly to the Japanese embassy or consulate.
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Notes:

1) Applicants who have been admitted to a program at any other university must notify the Center for Japanese
Studies to avoid multiple applications for a Certificate of Eligibility. The Immigration Bureau will not issue a
Certificate of Eligibility if multiple applications are made.

2) The Immigration Bureau decides whether or not applicants should be allowed to enter Japan on a case-by-case basis.
Admission to the Japanese Language Program does not therefore guarantee the issue of a Certificate of Eligibility, or the
renewal of the applicant's visa status (extension of the period for which the applicant is permitted to stay in Japan).

(iii) Certificate of Health (prescribed form)
The Certificate of Health must relate to a medical examination undergone by the applicant within the last three months.

Prescribed form can be downloaded from the website. Detailed instructions will be provided to successful applicants.
